REGISTRATION

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        GETTING TO KNOW OUR FACULTY

 Who is the coolest Texan you know? Most people reading this are from Carden and will answer, Mrs. Rohlfing, the 
fourth grade teacher and fourth through eighth grade principal. But there is more to this teacher/principal than meets the eye. 
 Growing up in Texas (a place she returns to for special occasions, such as family reunions), Mrs. Rohlfing was not a great 
student. Now, you might be saying, “How could Mrs. Rohlfing, one of the best teachers in the school, not be a great student?”  

The reason for this is that she was the oldest of eight siblings, and so she was always busy helping around the house or 
taking care of her siblings.

 grades. She has taught Latin, geography, and English, and she 

currently teaches 4
th

 grade. She says that she enjoys teaching geography and history because she has always found those 
subjects “fascinating and interesting.” History was also her favorite class when she was in school. 
 She also enjoys teaching manners. For instance, if someone says, “Huh,” in her class, it is greeted by the expression: 
“Huh? A pig says ‘huh.’ Pull him by the tail and he says, ‘uh-huh.’”  
 Some of her greatest dislikes as a teacher are students that lie, because A: It makes her feel disappointed, and B: She 
always finds out anyway, so what’s the point? She also dislikes dealing with jammed copy machines, science experiments that do 
not work, half-finished papers, and no-name papers. 
 When she is not teaching, Mrs. Rohlfing enjoys sewing (specifically quilting), antiquing, polka dancing, and Bible study.  
 I hope that I have shed some light on the wonderful world of Mrs. Rohlfing, and I hope that you have all learned 
something new about the fourth grade teacher and principal from Carden School of Fresno.
